‘A PATHWAY TO DRUGS WORK’

The Blenheim CDP has a unique accredited training programme which is open to all our volunteers.
Accredited through Open College Network (London Region) and mapped to DANOS (Drug & Alcohol National Occupational standards) the six-month course provides the opportunity to receive professional drug related training and hands on experience through a structured and supported voluntary work placement.

‘A Pathway to Drugs Work’ consists of five individual units, two of which are at two different levels.
· Drugs Education

· Safe Working Practice for Drug & Alcohol volunteers

· Demonstrating Speaking and Listening

· Drugs Work – Principles and Policies in Practice
· Reflection and Supervision in Work Placement

Credits are awarded for each individual unit completed.  To be awarded the full A Pathway to Drugs Work accreditation, all five units need to be completed and assessed.

The thirteen training sessions take place on Wednesday mornings every two weeks. The training sessions will include:
· Communication skills

· Social issues & Drug Misuse
· Main Groups of drugs

· Harm Reduction
· Referrals
Accreditation will be awarded through assessment of assignments, observations, witness testimonies, presentations, learner journals and portfolios.
